L ola Greeno, a highly respected Indigenous shell-worker, sculptor, installation 

and fibre artist,  developed a body of work specifically for this wonderful exhibition, 

which opened in the Gallery on 12th December last.  Curated by Sandra Brown, it 

encompassed not only the traditional truly beautiful and fragile strings of coastal harvest 

shells local to Lola Greenoõs ôcountryõ, but other traditional materials and techniques - 

fibre weaving, kelps, bones, and found objects as well. 

 Curator Sandra Brown spoke at the Opening and presented an excellent floor 

talk speaking of her personal experiences with Lola and explaining the background of the 

individual items, giving those present an engaging picture of Lola and her passion to 

preserve her heritage.
